· Share your initiatives through intra-university and cross-university collaborations;
· Include your school’s website address and logo on the SPARKmovement.org website
In exchange, SPARK It Girls are asked to do the following to support SPARK: 

· Commit your organization to promote SPARK by spreading petitions, videos and other viral messaging developed by Spark It Girls chapters;

· Launch and support SPARKopps: campus-wide, local, and national action campaigns;
· Display the SPARK logo and site link on the homepage of your university program, department, or organization’s website and/or Facebook page;

· Provide SPARK with general information about the demographics of individuals served through your organization;

· Help raise awareness about SPARK on your campus via your electronic newsletter, printed newsletter, website, blog, Twitter, Facebook, MySpace, and other forms of communication
